Moses questions God’s:

• Compassion for Israel

• Calling of Moses

• Capability to deliver

When we are totally undone and empty, that is when God is 
ready to work (Isaiah 6:1-8)



Exodus

Compassion of God (6:1-5)

• God is in control (v 1-2)

• God keeps His promises (v. 3-4)

• God is always near (v. 5)

God allows suffering and times of temptation to grant us the 
joy of seeing that He alone can satisfy and deliver from sin
